Checklist 1 - Construction and/or Extension of a Single Dwelling or Multi Dwellings on a Lot

	For all planning applications the following MUST be provided:

	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	An Application form fully completed and signed

	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	A full current copy of Title for the land, including current ownership details, title plan and a full copy of any registered covenants, restrictions or Section 173 Agreements that apply to the land. (The Copy of Title must be clearly legible and no older than 30 days.) A copy of Title can be obtained from www.land.vic.gov.au.

	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	The prescribed application fee (refer to fee schedule)

	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	A Neighbourhood and Site Description (as described in Clause 54 or 55 as appropriate in the planning scheme) which may use a site plan, photographs or other techniques and must accurately describe, as a minimum the adjoining, abutting and opposite properties:

	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	The built form, scale and character of surrounding development including front fencing

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	Architectural and roof styles

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	Any other notable features or characteristics of the neighbourhood

	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	Site shape, size, orientation and easements

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	Levels of the site and the difference in levels between the site and surrounding properties

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	Location of existing buildings on the site and on surrounding properties, including the location and height of walls built to the boundary of the site

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	The use of surrounding buildings

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	The location of secluded private open space and habitable room windows of surrounding properties which have an outlook to the site within 9 metres

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	Solar access to the site and to surrounding properties

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	Location of significant trees existing on the site and any significant trees removed from the site in the 12 months prior to the application being made, where known

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	Any contaminated soils and filled areas, where known

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	Views to and from the site

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	Street frontage features such as poles, street trees, drainage pits, adjoining roads and kerb crossovers

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	Any other notable features or characteristics of the site

	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	A written design response (as specified in the planning scheme) which must explain how the proposed design:

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	Derives from and responds to the neighbourhood and site description

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	Meets the objectives of Clause 54 or 55 of the planning scheme (as appropriate)

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	Responds to any neighbourhood character features for the area identified in a local planning policy or a neighbourhood character overlay

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	Addresses any streetscape elevation issues

	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	Shadow diagrams for September Equinox at 9am, 12 noon, 3pm showing all adjoining property’s dwellings with habitable room windows and private open space areas clearly identified

	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	Details of colours, materials and finishes

	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	A streetscape elevation plan drawn at a scale of 1:100 or 1:200 which shows a minimum of 1 dwelling either side of the site

	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	A traffic report for larger scaled developments


In addition to the information required above for all planning applications, the following should be provided:

	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	3 copies of a proposed site layout plan drawn at a scale of 1:100 or 1:200 which includes, as appropriate:

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	The boundaries and dimensions of the site

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	Adjoining roads

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	Relevant ground levels of the site

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	The location and internal layout of proposed dwellings or buildings and works in relation to title boundaries (e.g. show dimensioned setbacks) which shows existing buildings onsite and on adjoining properties including habitable room windows and private open space areas

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	The location of any proposed landscaping or vegetation within the site

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	The location and dimensions of driveways and vehicle parking areas

	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	Fully dimensioned elevation plans drawn at a scale of 1:100 or 1:200 showing; 

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	Colours, materials and finishes of all dwellings

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	The slope of the land and indicating the differences between natural ground levels compared to proposed floor levels.  The elevation plans need to show finished floor levels and the overall building and wall heights above natural ground level to Australian Height Datum (AHD) or a Reference Level (RL) that will not be affected during construction and also show the amount of cut and fill undertaken

	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	A written response against any relevant overlay demonstrating how the proposal satisfies the objectives and decision guidelines of that overlay.


Pre-application Meetings:
Pre-application meetings are recommended as a part of the planning permit application process. Council officers can provide advice to applicants on whether the proposal is generally consistent with the Greater Geelong Planning Scheme.
Council officers will also aim to assist applicants to become fully aware of the expected standard and extent of information they are required to provide with a planning permit application to avoid the need for Council to request further information.
