	A written response against any relevant state and local planning policies demonstrating how the proposal satisfies the purpose and objectives

Pre-application meetings are recommended as a part of the planning permit application process. Council officers can provide advice to applicants on whether the proposal is generally consistent with the Greater Geelong Planning Scheme.

Council officers will also aim to assist applicants to become fully aware of the expected standard and extent of information they are required to provide with a planning permit  application to avoid the need for Council to request further information.
