Checklist 5 - Applications for a Planning Permit for Waiver of Car Parking

	A full current copy of Title for the land, including current ownership details, title plan and a full copy of any registered covenants, restrictions or Section 173 Agreements that apply to the land. (The Copy of Title must be clearly legible and no older than 30 days.) A copy of Title can be obtained from www.land.vic.gov.au.

	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	The prescribed application fee (refer to fee schedule for change of use)


In addition to the information required above for all planning applications, the following should be provided:

	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	A written statement for assessment against the requirements of Clause 52.06 (Car Parking) of the relevant Planning Scheme including:

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	full details of the current use and proposed use including days and hours of operation, staff numbers etc.

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	the numbers of tables and chairs within the premises and the number of patrons (if appropriate)

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	any car parking deficiency or surplus (credit) associated with the existing use

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	the Central Geelong Parking Precinct Plan

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	the availability of car parking in the locality

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	any shared use of car spaces by multiple uses

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	an empirical assessment of car parking demand (if appropriate) (e.g. traffic and car parking survey report)

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	available public transport options and accessibility

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	the location of any car parking within the immediate area. Specifically whether any time restrictions apply.

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	The type and size of vehicle likely to use the parking area

	A fully dimensioned floor plan drawn at a scale of 1:100 or 1:200 showing the internal layout of the proposed buildings


Pre-application Meetings:
Pre-application meetings are recommended as a part of the planning permit application process. Council officers can provide advice to applicants on whether the proposal is generally consistent with the Greater Geelong Planning Scheme.

Council officers will also aim to assist applicants to become fully aware of the expected standard and extent of information they are required to provide with a planning permit  application to avoid the need for Council to request further information.
