STUDENT ENROLMENTS

In 2009 there were 62,239 students enrolled in primary and
secondary education in the Barwon South Western Region, a slight
increase of 0.2% on 2008. Enrolments at the Gordon Institute of
TAFE increased by 16.0% (up to 22,850 enrolments) and course
enrolments at Deakin University’s Geelong campuses decreased by
0.7% (down to 13,214 enrolments). See Table 1 - page 37.

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TRAVEL TO THE GEELONG OTWAY REGION 2008/09

The Geelong Otway Region is Victoria’s premier coastal and
hinterland tourist destination. The Region offers a unique range of
attractions including the Geelong Waterfront, Bellarine Peninsula,
Great Ocean Road and Otway Ranges.

Data from Tourism Research Australia shows that the Geelong Otway
Region welcomed 5.9 million visitors in 2008/09, up by 0.7% on
the previous year.

DOMESTIC DAY VISITORS

> The Region attracted 4.3 million domestic daytrip visitors
—up by 11.9% on the previous year.

> During 2008/09 domestic day visitors spent $477m in the
broader Geelong Otway Region (whole of south west Victoria)
- the sixth largest amount of domestic daytrip expenditure in
Australia (ranked behind Sydney, Melbourne, Brisbane, Perth and
the Gold Coast).

DOMESTIC OVERNIGHT VISITORS

> The Region welcomed 1.6 million domestic overnight visitors
— down by 20.6% on the previous year.

> Domestic overnight visitors spent nearly 4.8 million nights in the
Region — down by 11.7% on the previous year.

INTERNATIONAL OVERNIGHT VISITORS

> The Region attracted 95,400 international overnight visitors —
down by 3.3% on the previous year.

> International overnight visitors spent 719,000 nights in the
Region — up by 26.0% on the previous year.

> The largest proportion of international visitors were visiting
from the UK (25.9%), New Zealand (9.9%), USA (8.7%) and
Germany (8.5%).

PEAK OVERNIGHT POPULATION

The City of Greater Geelong estimates that the population of the
Geelong Otway Region on a peak holiday night (such as New Years
Eve) swells to 464,803 people, an increase of 73% or 195,390
people on the permanent population. See Table 1 - page 43

for more detail.

MAJOR EVENTS

The Geelong Otway Region hosts a diverse range of festivals and
events, from world-class surfing and ocean swims to folk music and
wine. The City of Greater Geelong alone hosted 26 major events in
2008/09. It is estimated that these events generated $57.8m in
visitor expenditure, supporting 460 full time jobs in the Region.

> Approval is given for Quay Consortium’s $100m WaterMarque
apartment complex in Mercer Street, Geelong. The 15-level twin
tower development will include 80 serviced apartments,
77 dwellings and a mix of retail and office space.

Refinery, Corio. The facility will recycle sewage from Geelong'’s
northern suburbs and supply Shell with Class A recycled water.

FEBRUARY 2009

>

Barwon Water approves plans for Stage 1 of its new $20m
recycled water plant at Black Rock. The plant will produce
Class A recycled water suitable for residential use and low
salinity Class C recycled water for industry, irrigation and sports
grounds. The new facility is expected to be operational within
three years and will service the new residential suburb of
Armstrong Creek.

MARCH 2009

>

Construction starts on Section 4a of the Geelong Ring Road.
The $125m 2.5km extension will provide a direct connection
to Anglesea Road and is due for completion in late 2010.

Avalon Airport continues to pursue its application to the Federal
Government to become Victoria’s second international airport.
The $30m proposal includes a 7,300sqm passenger terminal
and facilities including quarantine, customs, retailing, dining
and duty free.

APRIL 2009

>

Federal and State Government funding worth $210m is
secured for the 23km duplication of the Princes Highway
between Waurn Ponds and Winchelsea. Planning work is
expected to be completed by December 2009.

Tenova and McConnell Dowell commence work on the $20m
expansion of the Corio Quay north terminal at Geelong Port.
The new wharf and dedicated woodchip facility are expected to
be completed by 2010.

MAY 2009

> The State Government announces $80m toward improvements

for Geelong’s public transport system. Stage 1 ($23m) will
include a new central bus interchange, improved cross town
connections and better links between Deakin University and
V/Line services.

The $4.3b Regional Rail Express project receives approval
with the Federal ($3.2b) and State ($800m) Government
committing funding to the project. The dedicated 40km dual-
track from West Werribee to Southern Cross Station will allow
growing regional services from Geelong, Ballarat and Bendigo
to avoid scheduling delays behind suburban services.

The project is anticipated to commence in 2009 and is
expected to be completed by 2013.

JUNE 2009

> The $380m Geelong Ring Road (from Corio to Waurn Ponds)
is officially opened. The 23km freeway link on Geelong’s
western outskirts avoids up to 30 sets of traffic lights, reducing
north-south travel times to 15 minutes compared to the
previous 25 to 60 minutes.

Over $5.6b worth of
regional infrastructure
projects were in planning
and construction phases
during 2008/09.

JULY 2008

>

The CSIRO Australian Animal Health Laboratory in East Geelong
opens its new Diagnostic Emergency Response Laboratory.
The Federal Government has committed $8.5m to the facility
that will be dedicated to responding to emergency outbreaks

of animal diseases and will be a national focal point to help
researchers access specialist laboratories.

AUGUST 2008

>

The Geelong Innovation Centre opens at Deakin University’s
Waurn Ponds campus. The facility is part of the Federal
Government’s Enterprise Connect network and will receive
$20m in funding over 4 years. The centre is an advisory
research body that aims to offer small to medium-sized
businesses access to industry skills.

NOVEMBER 2008

>

The State Government approves the rezoning of land to allow
for development of the Armstrong Creek Urban Growth Area.
The growth area is expected to provide for 22,000 homes and
accommodate 60,000 people south of Geelong’s existing urban
area. The area will provide for a range of housing densities, a
sub-regional activity centre, local activity centres, employment
areas, transport networks and open space.

DECEMBER 2008

>

Land around the former Fyansford Cement Works and Quarry
owned by the Moltoni Group is rezoned from industrial to
residential. The development known as Fyansford Green

will allow for 2,000 residential lots as well as retail and
community facilities. Some sites are expected to be available
by early 2010.

JANUARY 2009

>

The City of Greater Geelong commences work on a business
case for the $100m redevelopment of the Osborne House
area. The project, known as the Geelong Marine Industry
Project, will seek to transform the area into Victoria’s premier
marine industrial precinct and will include manufacturing,
slip/lift facilities, dry-stack facilities, boat storage,
maintenance/repair areas and improved public facilities.

Barwon Health's $26.1m Emergency Department upgrade

at the Geelong Hospital is completed (stages 1 & 2).

The three-storey state-of-the-art facility includes new treatment
and waiting areas, resuscitation bays, expanded emergency
clinics and co-located medical imaging facilities.

Major works on regional assets exceeded
$710m in 2008/09. A number of large

scale rezonings were also approved to
allow for new urban development areas.

FEBRUARY 2009

>

The City of Greater Geelong adopts the $330m Stockland
residential development at Point Lonsdale. The 660-lot
development will be based around a man-made water system
and will provide 86ha of public open space, a community
centre, retirement village and aged care facility.

The development is awaiting Ministerial approval.

APRIL 2009

>

Work is completed on St John of God Hospital’s new $17m
day surgery Specialist Centre. The new 2,000sqm facility
incorporates specialist medical services as well as two fully
operational theatres and an underground car park.

MAY 2009

>

Barwon Health starts planning for a $30m Geelong Hospital
upgrade. The development will include a 24-bed surgical ward,
operating theatres, eight new mental health beds and other
theatre and infrastructure upgrades. Design is expected to be
completed in 2010.

Construction commences on the $20m Clinical Teaching
Unit in Ryrie Street, Geelong. The Deakin University — Barwon
Health initiative will provide three above ground levels for
dedicated teaching and research and two levels of basement
parking. The first stages of the development are due for
completion in early 2010 to coincide with the progression of
3rd year medical students undertaking their 12 months with
Geelong Hospital.

Deakin University starts construction work on a $13m facility
at the Geelong Technology Precinct that will accommodate a new
design, proof of concept and manufacturing research centre.

The State Government earmarks eleven Geelong schools for
$41.5m worth of upgrades under the first round of funding
from the $450m Federal Government ‘Building the Education
Revolution’ program.

JUNE 2009

>

$40m refit and repair works commence on the Kan Tan IV

(a 13,000 tonne oil rig). Maritime company, A.P.Moller-Maersk,
have established purpose built facilities at Lascelles Wharf to
undertake work on the rig that will operate in Bass Strait.

Deakin University opens the $37m extension of its Waterfront
Campus. The facility, situated in the redeveloped Dennys
Lascelles Wool Store, will house the University’s Health Precinct
and Alfred Deakin Library (pictured above).

Developers, Argyle Street Central, commence construction of
the $30m Geelong Private Medical Centre adjacent to the

Geelong Private Hospital. The five-storey facility will include
consulting suites, pharmacy, café and pathology centre.

> QOcean Grove's Oakdene Vineyards Restaurant wins the
prestigious Geelong Golden Plate Award for Best Chef and Best
Restaurant in the Fine Dining category.

> Ford Australia announces a further reduction to its
Broadmeadows and Geelong workforce. This brings the total
number of job cuts up to 1,400 over the past 15 months.

> Boomaroo Nurseries completes work on the $8m expansion of
its Lara facility.

NOVEMBER 2008

> Ford Australia commences $21m worth of upgrades to its
Geelong plant to allow for the development and construction of
the 16 engine, which will meet new Euro IV emissions standards
to be introduced in Australia in 2010. The project is supported
by the Federal and State Government and is expected to save
400 jobs at the plant.

> The State Government confirms Bells Beach as the venue for
the Rip Curl Pro Championships for another three years.

DECEMBER 2008

> Industrial fabrics manufacturer Hyuck Wagner announces
its intention to reduce its Geelong workforce by 150 people
by early 2009, retaining only its administration and sales staff
in Geelong.

FEBRUARY 2009

> International industrial auctioneer group, Ritchie Bros.
Auctioneers, establish a facility in Broderick Road Corio.

> Notley Engineering announces its intention to close its Moolap
production plant retrenching 13 workers.

> The Gordon Institute of TAFE takes over management of the
Geelong Technical Education Centre (formerly the Australian
Technical College).

> Industrial fabric manufacturer, Melba Industries, announces the
closure of its operations resulting in 120 redundancies.

More than $70m worth

> The Geelong Chamber of Commerce launches its Survive &
Thrive 09 program to help small to medium enterprises take
positive steps to survive the global financial crisis. The program
consists of a series of seminars and a mentoring program.

> Local company Air Radiators announces its intention to cut
30 jobs from its Geelong workforce.

MARCH 2009

> The 2009 Avalon International Airshow and Aerospace Expo
attracts over 165,000 visitors.

APRIL 2009

> Gold Coast aluminium boat builders, Makocraft, confirms
its decision to relocate its entire operations to Moolap. The
company (recipients of the Geelong Innovation and Investment
Fund) expects to increase its workforce from 40 to over 80 staff.

> The City of Greater Geelong launches its Information
Communications and Technology (ICT) Cluster, an informal
network of local private and public companies that will work
together to position Geelong as the State’s major ICT precinct and
grow local industry. The State Government has provided $100,000
over two years towards the development of the Cluster.

> Ford Australia opens its $20m Advanced Centre for Automotive
Research and Testing (ACART). The centre built in partnership
between the State Government and University of Melbourne,
includes a multi-fuel emissions cell, an environmental testing
laboratory and an engine dynamometer facility.

MAY 2009

> Breakwater firm, FE Technologies, is awarded a $1.4m
contract to install a new collection management system across
the Australian Capital Territory’s library service.

> Onesteel Wire announces its intention to cut 19 jobs (from its
workforce of 92) from its North Shore plant.

> The second-round of successful applicants for the Geelong

Innovation and Investment Fund (GIIF) is announced. A total
of $21m worth of investment and 326 jobs are expected to
be created from projects at RPC Technologies, Dulhunty Power
Ltd, Backwell Group, Geelong Galvanizing, Geelong Glass and
Aluminium, Insulpak, Express Promotions, ASCO Fertilizers, All
Areas Replace a Glass, Quality Australian Farmed Rabbit and
Loxley Trading.

> Geelong fertiliser plant, Incitec Pivot, announces plans to close
its North Shore plant by the end of June 2009. The closure will
result in 29 job losses from a total workforce of 80.

JUNE 2009

> Automotive plastics firm, MHG, strikes a deal with CSR
Viridian to take over its Geelong operations saving the jobs of
60 employees at the North Geelong plant.

Estimated Resident Population (ERP): The Estimated Resident
Population is an official estimate of the number of people who
usually reside in an area. The estimate is based on population
counts derived from the Census of Population and Housing by place
of usual residence and a mathematical model is used to calculate
intercensal growth. Independent indicators of population change,
such as dwelling approvals and Medicare enrolments are also used.
Data on births, deaths, net migration and natural increases is used
to calculate movements in age.

Usual Residence Population: Usual residence population is
derived from the Census. It is based on the place where a person
usually lives, rather than the place where they were counted on
Census night.
